AVANT A?D Audiometer

The AVANT A’D represents a new era of ultra compact diagnostic audiometry for your office.
Compact yet rugged, this PC-Based system is USB powered and supports all ANSI and IEC
audiometric tests. The following section of this manual will familiarize you with the physical features
and accessories of the A’D system.
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A unique feature of the AVANT A’D Audiometer is the switching light panel which indicates which ear is selected in
the software. When the unit is powered up, but no ear is selected, the light shines green as shown above. During
testing, the light shines blue when the left ear is selected and red when the right is selected as shown below.
